Commissioner Eastham raised a concern with how SFMO staff approach and speak to the vendors, to which Marshal
Tyree responded it has always been his guidance that all staff treat people with respect.

PRESENTATION:

Veterans and Hero’s Agriculture Program - Eryck Stamper with the West Virginia Department of Agriculture explained
the benefits available to Veterans, Firefighters, Law Enforcement, First Responders, Emergency Services Personnel and
the spouses of the former, through the program, such as scholarships, funding, networking and connectional resources.
