Unfinished Business

1. Update on National Qualifying System for Emergency Responders.

Deputy Chief Bailey noted that Brent Burger with Emergency Management was scheduled for the February
meeting but unable to attend due to illness and time restraints did not allow him to make the drive to this
meeting. Deputy Chief Bailey stated he had held good conversations with both Mr. Burger and Director McCabe
of Emergency Management and Mr. Burger will be at the June meeting to be held at Stonewall Resort for
further clarification on the item. Per his conversations with Mr. Burger and Director McCabe, NQS will only have
an effect on teams or resources that are deployable by FEMA request. In addition, per Director McCabe, by his
requirements, NIMS training would only have to be retaken if a new version is required as a prerequisite of
future training courses. Commissioner Keefer commented that was in opposition to what he had been quoted
as stating on March 8. Chairman Gunnoe thought perhaps Director McCabe would be able to provide a letter
that would clear up the matter and provide a record as such of the policy. Deputy Chief Bailey will make a
request for that letter.

Additional discussions regarding the 300 and 400 classes were held on the length required between classes, the
type of certificates issued and the databases they are held in.

Lastly, Commissioner Keefer inquired of Deputy Chief Bailey if based on what he was hearing then, on folks
getting reimbursed from FEMA required to be under the NQS system, that won’t apply to anyone in the fire

services. Deputy Bailey responded, No, not on anyone doing daily operations in the community.

The Commission looks forward to hearing from Mr. Burger at the June meeting.
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New Business

1. Consideration of Fairmont State Fire Marshal Credentialing Program.

Deputy Chief Bailey brought to the attention of the Committee the letter of request for approval from Fairmont
State for its’ Fire Marshal Credentialing Program. JT Hodges from Fairmont State was unable to be at the
Committee meeting but will be at the Full Commission meeting on Friday, April 5™, 2024, to answer any
guestions the Commissioners may have.

Chairman Gunnoe noted originally the request for approval was made by Charleston Fire but that the request
needed to come from the entity itself and this is the correct path for approval. It also appears that this is a Fire
Marshal certification program only, but he will clarify this with Mr. Hodges tomorrow.

Gunnoe. With the ayes and nays having been taken on a voice vote, the motion passed.

5) Consideration of Fairmont State Fire Marshal Credentialing Program.

JT Hodges of Fairmont State presented the proposal to the Commission for their consideration. He stated what would
be provided in the program and that a certificate of completion would be issued upon completion of the 3-week
program. He noted that any powers granted to the individual would be done so by what their agency/municipality
authorizes them to do and that it takes a commitment by the agency/municipality to appropriately train regarding Fire
Investigations and Inspections.

Chairman Gunnoe stated that this proposed program on due processes of arrest and like items would only satisfy a small
portion of the training needed, that it should generally be the last piece acquired, noting that agencies/municipalities
should set pre-requisites regarding necessary Fire Investigation and Inspection training and that the Commission may
need to do some work for clarification.
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Commissioner Eastham made a motion to approve Fairmont State’s submission, seconded by Commissioner Jones. With
the ayes and nays having been taken on a voice vote, the motion passed.
